10/061  APOLOGIES

10/062  CODE OF CONDUCT 
 
Cllr Powell-Evans declared an interest in items 10/067(c) and (e); Cllr Bawden declared 
an interest in item 10/067(e); Cllr Morris declared a prejudicial interest in item 10/068.  
 
10/063  OPEN MEETING FOR ELECTORS 
 
No issues were raised. 
 
10/064  MINUTES OF THE COUNCIL MEETINGS HELD ON 11TH MARCH AND 
27TH MARCH 2010 
 
The Council accepted these were true records of their previous meetings.  Cllr Morris 
signed the minutes. 
 
10/065  MATTERS ARISING: 
 

08/174  Bye-laws –  Erection of posts completed.  Action: Cllr Morris to contact the 
contractors to ensure new bye-law signs are installed and revert. 
09/102  Bridleway at Lords Hill – Await outcome of consultation of local residents 
by Mr James Taylor, Surrey County Council Right of Way (SCC RoW) Officer.  
Action: Cllr Band to pursue with Mr Taylor and revert.  
09/156  Section 9 land – The Council’s application for caution against first 
registration has been submitted to the Land Registry.  Await update from Hedleys 
Solicitors about the Land Registry’s response.  Action: Cllr Morris to pursue and 
revert.    
09/167  Posts/parking at Lawnsmead – Installation of posts completed on  
31 March 2010.  No further action. 
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09/172  Commons Survey – Cllr Bawden confirmed receipt of the required 
information.  Action: Cllr Bawden to discuss with Sarah Henderson about how the 
information should be presented to WBC and revert.         
09/169(g)  Pipework on Wonersh Common sports field – Noted that Mark Hill 
should read Mike Hill. Cllr Morris reported that Waterflow plc had not responded to 
his letter. Action: Cllr Morris to pursue and revert. 
09/169(d)  Tree work at Shamley Green –   Cllr Harding was keen to speak to 
Mr Julian Draper about new planting and asked for a contact telephone number.  Cllr 
Powell-Evans undertook to provide Mr Draper’s contact details.  Action: Cllr Harding 
to pursue and revert.     
09/188  Shamley Green pond opposite the Bricklayers Arms – Cllr Shareef 
informed the Council that the contractor, Mr Simon James, had contacted him to 
request a one week delay (from 5 to 12 April) in starting the work.  Mr James had 
assured Cllr Shareef that the completion date for the works would remain end-April.  
Action: Cllr Shareef to pursue and revert. 
10/013  Power of well-being training for Councillors - Cllr Band informed the 
meeting he still awaited advice from WBC HR Department about potential 
duplication of training on offer.  Cllr Band agreed to consider participation on a future 
course providing he received good notice.  Action: Cllr Morris to inform Cllr Band of 
forthcoming training dates and revert.     
10/015  Précised bye-laws - Cllr Band informed the Council that he had received 
comments from WBC and anticipated that this would allow for their publication 
shortly.  Action:  Cllr Band to pursue and revert. 
10/016  Parking on common land – Noted that advice was still awaited from 
Hedleys Solicitors  
10/042  Removal of dead oak tree adjacent to Wonersh park – Cllr Morris 
reported that Mr Julian Draper would carry out the work on 13 May.  Cllr Harding had 
informed the Chairman of the Wonersh Park Residents’ Association.  Cllr Powell-
Evans offered to provide to Cllr Harding the contact details of the householder of the 
adjacent property so that s/he can be informed of the planned works.  Action: Cllr 
Morris to write the two residents informing them of the date for the work to be carried 
out. 
 
     

10/066  MINUTES OF THE PLANNING COMMITTEE’S MEETINGS ON 4th MARCH 
AND 18TH MARCH 2010 
 
The Council received the above minutes. 
      
 
10/067  FINANCE: 
 
(a)  The Council RESOLVED that the March 2010 list of Receipt and Payment vouchers 
be approved unanimously (proposed by Cllr Bawden, seconded by Cllr Powell-Evans); 
(b)  The Budget Statement to end-March 2010 was received; 
(c)  The Council RESOLVED that the quotation of £925.00 by Mr Simon James to install 
an additional water stand-pipe at Wonersh allotments be approved (proposed by Cllr 
Harding, seconded by Cllr Shareef) Cllr Powell-Evans did not vote;  
(d)  The council RESOLVED that the quotation of £400.00 by Mr Clive Greenland for ditch 
clearance and removal of spoil at Gerald’s Wood be approved unanimously (proposed by 
Cllr Bawden, seconded by Cllr Powell-Evans); 
(e)  The Council RESOLVED that the quotation of £785.00 by Mr Simon James to install a 
secure letterbox and relocate a radiator at the Parish Office, Wonersh Sports Pavilion be 
approved (proposed by Cllr Harding, seconded by Cllr Howard) Cllrs Bawden and Powell-
Evans did not vote; 
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(f)  The Council RESOLVED that renewal of the annual subscription of £829.29 to 
SCAP&TC for 2010/11 be approved unanimously (proposed by Cllr Bawden, seconded 
by Cllr Harding); 
(g)  The Council RESOLVED that renewal of the annual subscription of £35.00 to Surrey 
Voluntary Action be approved unanimously (proposed by Cllr Harding, seconded by 
Cllr Powell-Evans); 
(h)  The Council RESOLVED that the attendance fee of £20.00 for Cllr Morris’ 
participation at the Surrey Rural Conference on 12 May be approved unanimously 
(proposed by Cllr Howard, seconded by Cllr Harding). 
 
10/068  LEASED OWNERSHIP OF BLACKHEATH VILLAGE WELL BY THE PARISH 
COUNCIL  –  Cllr Powell-Evans informed the Council that she had signed the lease for 
the transfer of ownership of the well and that it now awaited signature by the 
Hon Peter Herbert, Lord of the Manor.  Action: Cllr Powell-Evans to pursue and revert. 
 
10/069  BROKEN SWING AT LORDSHILL PLAYGROUND –The Council discussed the 
report submitted by Cllr Healy on 2 April 2010 and the provision of playground facilities in 
Shamley Green and Wonersh.  The Council noted that it had received £1,000 from Surrey 
County Cllr Povey for such projects.  The Council reiterated its willingness in principle to 
work with community groups in both villages to renew playground equipment and 
associated maintenance on a shared basis.  The Council also agreed it should seek 
advice about accessing other potential funding streams.  Cllr Howard expressed her 
willingness to liaise with the nascent Wonersh Play Group about how it and the Council 
could contribute funds for new equipment at Wonersh later this year or in 2011/12.  In the 
meantime the Council agreed that remedial work should be carried out at Lordshill.   
Action: The Council: (a) requested the Clerk to seek detailed quotations from contractors 
for the work required to repair the Lordshill playground swing; (b) earmarked the £1,000 
from Cllr Povey to contribute to the anticipated capital outlay; (c) requested the Clerk to 
write to the Shamley Green Village Association to ask for a contribution to expected 
capital costs in excess of £1,000 on the basis that the Council would also meet 
associated installation costs; and (d) asked the Council’s Risk & Audit Committee to 
consider at its next meeting the issue of a planned schedule for the future provision of 
playground facilities in the parish. 
 
 
10/070  REQUEST BY HOPPA BUS FOR CAPITAL GRANT SUPPORT 
 
The Council recognised the value to Wonersh residents of the service provided by Hoppa 
Bus.  The Council expressed its willingness to consider making a small capital grant in 
2010/11 and for future years.  Action: Councillors agreed that they should consider a 
capital grant this year of £500 as an agenda item at the Council meeting in May and to 
factor-in a potential grant for 2011/12 when drawing up next year’s draft budget later this 
year. 
 
10/071  CO-OPTION OF PARISH COUNCILLOR FOR THE VACANT SHAMLEY 
GREEN WARD 
 
Cllr Morris confirmed that Mrs Bridget St John had declined the offer of becoming a co-
opted member of the Council made at its meeting on 27 March 2010.  The Council agreed 
on the importance of seeking the co-option of an eligible member of the community over 
the next year (before new elections were due) to ensure that the responsibilities of the 
Council could be better shared and that services to parishioners were well-delivered.  The 
Council also remained determined to follow good practice in appointing a co-opted 
member.  Councillors agreed that a new advertising campaign should be mounted in May 
with a view to appointing a suitable candidate by July 2010.  Action: The Council (a) 
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asked the Working Party to encourage potential Parish Councillors to review details of an 
advertisement and information for to be distributed in Shamley Green; and (b) requested 
the Clerk to contact individuals who had previously expressed an interest in becoming a 
co-opted member but who had not submitted formal applications by the March 2010 
deadline to alert them to the readvertisement. 
 
10/072  COMMUNITY LITTER-PICKS IN SHAMLEY GREEN AND WONERSH 
 
The Council considered suitable Saturday mornings (10.00-1130am) in May and June, 
avoiding Bank Holidays and other activities such as village fetes. It agreed as follows: 
Shamley Green on 22 May and Wonersh on 5 June.  Cllr Howard and Cllr Bawden 
volunteered to act as co-ordinating councillors in Shamley Green and Wonersh 
respectively.  Cllr Shareef agreed to draft suitable advertising notices.  Action: The 
Council requested the Clerk (a) to write to Shamley Green Village Association, the SG 
Youth Club and the Scouts in Wonersh inviting participation; (b) to place notices in the 
Parish magazines; and (c) organise provision of litter-picking equipment.    
 
 
10/073  REPORTS FROM COUNCILLORS 
 
(a) Cllr Harding presented a report on the most recent Borough, Town and Parishes joint 
meeting held on 1st March 2010.  The topics for discussion included affordable housing, 
concerns over traffic rat-runs, street cleaning, emergency planning (eg over weather-
affected refuse collection), 2012 census and future health-care provision at Cranleigh.      
 
(b) The Council RESOLVED unanimously that allotment rents for 2010/11 should be set 
at £30.00 (full plot) and £17.00 (part plot), ie maintaining the charges at 2009/10 rates 
(proposed by Cllr Bawden, seconded by Cllr Powell-Evans).    
 
The Council confirmed its previous decision to review the allotment rules and welcomed 
the appointment of a new Clerk to take this work forward with a Council Working Party.  
The Council also agreed on the importance of reviewing rents for 2011/12 as part of next 
year’s budget preparation.  Action: the Clerk (a) to undertake a review and prepare draft 
terms of reference for the proposed Liaison Committee (in consultation with councillors 
and allotment holders) for discussion by the Council in [June/July?]; and (b) to prepare a 
paper on allotment expenditure to inform discussion about 2011/12 rents (income) at its 
October meeting.   
        
 
10/074  WONERSH PARISH ANNUAL ASSEMBLY ON 22ND APRIL 2010 
 
The Council thanked Cllr Morris for preparing an interesting programme for the Assembly 
due to be held at Blackheath Village Hall, including four speakers on the theme Celebrate 
our beautiful countryside as well as formal reports by the Parish Council (Cllr Morris), 
Wonersh United Charities (Cllr Harding) and Wonersh Village Store Trust (Mr Graham 
Healy).  Councillors also expressed their gratitude to Mrs Anita Morris for kindly co-
ordinating the provision of food (nibbles) and authorised the Clerk to organise wine, soft 
drinks and glasses in anticipation of around 70 participants.  Cllr Powell-Evans 
volunteered to draft an advertising notice for the Clerk to display around the parish.    
 
 
10/075  CORRESPONDENCE  
 
The Clerk drew attention to forthcoming WBC meetings in April, including the Area 
Planning Committee (Eastern) on 28 April. 
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The Clerk drew attention to the forthcoming Waverley Youth Showcase Awards on 
21 May 2010.  Cllr Powell-Evans regretted that the short deadline of 21 April for 
nominations made it difficult for the Council to submit the names of young people from the 
parish on this occasion.           
 
Cllr Morris drew attention to a request from Victim Support for a grant in 2010/11.  The 
Council agreed that this was not a priority and Cllr Morris undertook to reply politely 
declining.   
 
Cllr Morris drew attention to the annual report of Friends of the Hurtwood (previously 
known as the Hurtwood Control Trust).    
 
Cllr Morris drew attention to a WBC initiative to build capacity of town and parish 
emergency planning and improve co-ordination between the Borough and local 
community groups. The Council agreed that this was a priority for this year.  Cllr Morris 
had accepted WBC’s invitation to a meeting on 18 May and would revert.   
 
10/076  COUNCILLORS BUSINESS FOR NOTING OR INCLUDING ON A FUTURE 
AGENDA 
 
Councillor Shareef agreed to take forward urgently activating the 
clerk@wonersh.parish.org  account at the Parish Office as the contact address for email 
correspondence to the Council.  
 
Councillor Powell-Evans confirmed that she was completing the proposed Parish 
Newsletter - April 2010 and would pass it to the Clerk for printing and distribution shortly.
